Buk—gut Council may prescribe 7 or fewer days
against Buk—gu District during the 1st regular
meeting, to grasp the disposition state of general
administrative desk work. Moreover, the council may
point out erroneous parts and request correction of it,
through the acquisition of data and information
required for council administration and budget
examination.

In addition, the council may have this special
committee examine the fact on specific subjects

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Birthplace of Sang—Jin Park
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This house is where Sang-Jin Park (1884-1921), the
independence fighter who died a martyr while acting as the
supreme commander of Daehan Independence Association, was
born here and lived here,
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Dalcheon Ironsmith
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Speculated to be the source of the iron ore until the Samhan
Joseon era, and can be said to a foundation of industry acting
as the driving force behind the nations of the Three States Era.
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__Gwanmun Castle
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A long wall 12km long built in November in the 21st year (722)
of Silla’s King Seongdeok to defend against Japanese invasion
through the eastern and southern seas. Its name is derived from

its role as the gateway (Gwanmun) into Silla Seorabeol from the
south.
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Panoramic view of Ulsan at night from Mt.
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Mt. Muryong has its name derived from the legend of 9 dragons that

lived there. It is the northern most mountains and the guardian

mountain of Ulsan where rituals for rain were held during droughts.

The peak of Mt, Muryong is 453m above the sea level, offering a
breath—taking view, which makes it one of the 12 spectacles of Ulsan.
